Contract Activity Description:  Child Health


The Child Care Health Consultant (CCHC), a Registered Nurse hired by the Wilkes Community Partnership for Children and trained by the NC Child Care Health and Safety and Resource Center, will provide training, consultation and technical assistance to staff at child care centers and homes in Wilkes County.  NAPSAC, Health Assessments, and plans . Smart Start funds will also support a CCHC assistant to provide technical assistance and training to Family Child Care Homes. Services will be delivered through on-site visits, telephone consultations and formal presentations. The CCHC and contracted staff will focus on trainings with providers that may include Sudden Infant Death Syndrome (SIDS), blood-borne pathogens, sanitation, nutrition/physical activity, and emergency preparedness, with close consultation of CCR&R for needs identification. Items related to training and technical assistance topics may be provided to participants as non cash grants upon completion of training sessions. The CCHC will organize and conduct meetings of child care providers to disseminate relevant information on new health standards and services.  The CCHC will assist child care providers in complying with health and safety regulations, and incorporating good health practices (such as hand-washing, classroom sanitation, contagious disease control, etc.) in their classrooms
