c. State update- NCPreK (More at Four)

i. Judge Manning ruled no educational barriers for 4 year olds that are at risk.  Department of Child Development and Early Education will house NCPreK with no parent fees. Currently there are 358 slots.  There were 525 children screened.  All were at risk with the exception of two.  Over 500 children need PreK childcare and only 360 slots available.  Market rate is currently $554.00 per child with reimbursement at $494.00 per child last year and $474.00 this year.  NCPreK program has to turn away over 200 children.  Governor Beverly Perdue recently signed executive order that the Department of Health and Human Services had to make a way in 2 months with a detailed plan to serve all children as funds are available.  Governor Perdue stated money could not come from education institutions.  
Board Discussion/Recommendations:  What procedures are in place to double check children’s scores that are “at-risk”? What could be done to screen children further for risk status screening process to qualify for NCPreK?  Recommend further discussion in Childcare Committee meetings October 18, 2011.
