Special Provisions:
   Subsidy money spent in Smart Start for 2008-09 must remain the same for 

2009-2010 ($586,098.00).  This restriction does not include money to DSS to pay for administration ($98,742).  

· Smart Start must pay for their  own contracted audit.  ($500,000.00 statewide)
· Committee of 3 House members, 3 Senate members and 3 Governor appointees to develop a plan by March 2010 to consolidate early childhood programs.  To be implemented by July 1, 2010.
Decision made in March for 2009-2010 budget:  


More at Four Smart Start enhancement on each child enrolled would be eligible for a ($55.00 approved in March 2009) reimbursement to equal market rate for a 5 star site.  Last year the enhancement rate was $100.00 per child per month ($55.00=$211,750.00)
